Prime Minister Lays Foundation Stone Of Key Development Projects In Telangana

The Prime Minister, Mr. Narendra Modi launched Mission Bhagiratha at Komatibanda Village, Gajwel, in Medak District of Telangana
on Aug 7. The scheme has been launched by the State Government with an objective to provide safe drinking water to all.

The Prime Minister unveiled plaques to lay Foundation Stones for important development projects. These included the 1600 MW

Station of Singareni Collieries at Jaipur, in Adilabad district.
